MINUTES
Children’s Services Division Board Meeting
Friday, May 11 2007

3pm. at Salem Public Library

Those present:  Karen Fischer, Molly Carlisle, BJ Quinlan, and Connie Repplinger

1.  Future structure of CSD

The board agreed to propose changes in the CSD bylaws to be brought before the CSD membership for a vote at the Fall Workshop.  The changes would reflect the following:

· “Vice-chair/chair elect” would be called “chair elect”
· All places where it says “chairperson” would be replaced with “chair”

· Bylaws will change to reflect long-standing tradition of including the Performer’s Showcase and Stories by the Sea representatives on the CSD Board.

· We will construct bylaws language to reflect the following:  
· Chair Elect will serve as the CSD liason to the OLA Conference Committee and will no longer serve as Summer Reading Chair.  
· A separate Summer Reading Chair Elect position will be created with duties to include assisting Summer Reading Chair and attending CSLP Meeting.
· This creates two new positions.  The Chair Elect and Summer Reading Chair Elect are two-year commitments as both will continue to serve as respective chairs the following year.
2.  CSD committees

· There was a discussion about how to get more CSD members actively involved with CSD committees.  Suggestions included:

· CSD chair visit the OLA Director’s meeting and ask them to encourage their youth services librarians to get involved.  
· Cross reference kids-lib subscribers with CSD members.  
· Personally call CSD members and invite them to be a part of a committee. 
· Discussed whether to create a communications committee to handle the CSD website, a possible CSD wiki, and/or a CSD blog.  
· Board members agreed that rather than create a committee, individuals will be recruited for special projects relating to communication.

· Attendees agreed that a CSD wiki would be beneficial to the division and should be implemented, but that a division blog would not be as useful at this time.
3.  Joint OLA/WLA Conference program proposals

· Proposals need to be turned in to the OLA programs committee by August 15.  We decided to put out a call for programs now, and give people until July 20 to turn them in to us.  That will give the CSD board a chance to meet to discuss the proposals.
· We discussed the evaluations of the CSD programs from the past OLA conference.  Conference attendees suggested: more programs about picture books as art, picture book book talks, early literacy activities and books, ways to evaluate program statistics, and about what our legal responsibilities are concerning child abuse, etc.
· We discussed some rough ideas for joint conference programs sent in by Multnomah and agreed to ask that they submit conference proposals for:

· an advanced storytime session (would specifically include use of props, etc.) and 

· a panel of people from both WA and OR on how they’ve integrated the 6 early literacy skills into their programs.  
One of the program ideas we thought would be excellent for this year’s fall workshop:  “Dialogic Reading in Toddler Storytime:  Can you really do that?”  

· Molly also indicated that she will submit a proposal on the NEH Grant funded  Prime Time family literacy nights.

· Molly will contact the person from WA to discuss the joint conference duties, and she will also ask someone to be the CSD liason to the OLA conference committee.

4.  CSD calendar through September:
· Fall Workshop will be held at Salem Public Library on Saturday, November 3.
· Mock Caldecott will be Saturday, December 1 or 8, hopefully in Springfield again.  
· Molly will coordinate both programs.

*A side note:  the Oregon Reads committee through OLA is looking for someone to organize the CSD part for 2009.
