Reading for Healthy Families

“As I’m sure all of you know, Reading for Healthy Families is the statewide project providing early literacy training for all children’s librarians and Healthy Start family support workers. Thank you to all of you who have participated in RFHF. The work that you have done, and the commitment you are fulfilling is significant. We are already seeing the positive impact early literacy training has on families. 

As of May when the NPC Research conducted the Year 1 evaluation, the data was incomplete because most participating librarians and family support workers had just begun conducting early literacy training for parents. However, NPC Research found with what little data they had that already Healthy Start families receiving early literacy training report a significantly greater number of storytelling and conversations with their children about daily activities than healthy Start families who have not received RFHF early literacy training. 

This year cohorts 5 and 6 have already participated in their first training session. RFHF will be available for librarians in Coos and Curry Counties on December 1-2 at the Coos Bay Public Library. And, it will be available for Crook, Deschutes, Jefferson, Klamath, and Lake Counties on January 7-8 at the Deschutes Public Library in Bend.”

Ready to Read

Final reports on the 2008-2009 Ready to Read Grant are due December 1st. Checks for the 2009-2010 grant cycle will go out in December. 

House bill 286 Passed

“Governor Kulongoski signed HB2586 on July 28, 2009 allowing the Department of Education to award grants to school libraries, and includes school libraries in local districts’ continuous improvement plans. Letters About Literature

“Letters About Literature is a national reading and writing contest for kids in 4th-12th Grade. To enter, kids write letters to authors of books that changed the way they think about themselves or the world.  Resources are available on the State Library Website under ”Youth Services”. 

OYAN is a co-sponsor of the contest, and the $200 contribution helps provide prizes so that 1 in 11 Oregon students who enter get prizes. Oregon’s 3 winners receive $100 and $50 Target gift cards, the 3 runners-up receive $50, the dozen or so honorable mentions receive $25 Borders gift cards, and the approximately 90 semi-finalists receive $10 Borders gift cards.

Strike:

11.0539 Serves as ex-officio voting member of the Evelyn Sibley Lampmann Award Committee

Original:

11.072 The Evelyn Sibley Lampman Committee shall consist of the immediate Past Chair and a member from each of the five Oregon Link Reference Referral Center areas. The Lampman Committee Chair shall have been a member of a previous Lampman Award Committee and may serve a consecutive term

Revised:

11.072 The Evelyn Sibley Lampman Committee shall consist of the immediate Past CSD Chair and at leas five additional Children’s Services Division members, preferably with a geographic distribution around the State of Oregon. The Lampman Committee Chair shall have been a member of a previous Lampman Award Committee and may serve a consecutive term. 


Original:

11.094 The Evelyn Sibley Lampman Committee shall consist of the immediate Past CSD Chair and a member from each of the five Oregon Link Reference Referral Center areas. The Lampman Committee Chair shall have been a member of a previous Lampman Award Committee and may serve a consecutive term. 

Revised:

11.094 The Evelyn Sibley Lampman Committee shall consist of the immediate Past CSD Chair and at least five additional Children’s Services Division members, preferably with a geographic distribution around the State of Oregon. The Lampman Committee Chair shall have been a member of a previous Lampman Award Committee and may serve a consecutive term. 

Addition: 

11.063 The Youth Services Consultant for the State of Oregon shall serve as ex-officio non-voting member of the Children’s Services Division Executive Board.
