Window on a Community is an exhibit curated by the Oregon Nikkei Legacy Center in 2007. Th e exhibit 
features seven panels that present and celebrate the early history of the fi rst Japanese settlers in the area, the 
Hood River Issei (Issei=fi rst generation), and their families. 

Th e Nikkei community of Hood River was one of the largest and earliest established Japanese communities 
in the state of Oregon outside of Portland. Agriculture, including vegetable growing and fruit orchards, was 
a signifi cant occupation for many area residents, and that proud tradition is still carried on today by many 
families. Visitors to the exhibit will learn about how the Hood River area Issei got started in early occupa-
tions, early starts in orchards, and the growth of the community.
