The meeting was called to order at 10:10am by acting chair, Su Liudahl.

Approval of the Minutes of September 16, 2011 – Moved by Mejdrich, seconded by White to accept as submitted. Motion passed.

1. Everything OLA – Bend

a. Pre Conference Report – Winters

Not sure that we have received official acceptance of our pre-conference proposal, have only received confirmation of receipt of submission. Winters will check.
b. PLD Speaker – Smith (via e-mail)

Bill Deresiewicz will speak on the evening of April 25.  I told him the dinner begins at 6:30 and he would be speaking sometime between 7:30 and 8:00.  Those were just ball park figures.  Other than the OLE Award, is there any other business we would need to conduct before Bill’s presentation?  

Bill’s fee is $750 and that covers his honorarium, travel and hotel expenses.  Bill says, “I could do a reading from my book, A Jane Austen Education, suitably reframed for the occasion. The book is about reading, how the encounter with one author changed my life and taught me to be a better person and man.”

Discussion: The cost of the dinner was discussed with pricing ranging from $36-$39. Last year’s PLD dinner was $35. Due to economic considerations we determined the lower price was preferred. Liudahl moved that we price the meal at $36, motion seconded by Winters. Motion passed.

We should plan for the OLA PLD Annual Meeting and if updated standards are ready they can be voted on by the membership. We will discuss standards at our January 2012 meeting. We updated Technology last year and may be tasked with Facilities standards this year.

Discussion followed on the Huddle program submission. The group felt that the late submission precluded his participation this year and we will recommend a timely re-submission for next year’s conference.
2. Next Meeting – Friday, January 20, 2012 Using the new OLA virtual meeting software 

January’s meeting will focus on standards and we will begin the process for the OLE award. It was suggested the Board review the Facilities standard before the January meeting. We need to make sure that the virtual meeting software is available – we believe the product is GoToMeeting. It was suggested that we also review Access, Materials and Staffing standards.
