Linda Malone reported that the balloting on the OLA Standards Revision was underway, after some intial delays.  When they are approved by PLD membership, they will be presented to the OLA executive board for approval.

The next part of the Standards to be reviewed are Community Involvement and Facilities.

Steve and Max will announce the next sections to be reviewed at the September Public Library Directors meeting, and invite both comment and volunteers for the committee.

OLA Executive Board Report from Linda L. et al.

OLA will pay for two voter's pamphlet submissions regarding impact on libraries of tax limitation measures, such as measure 48.

"Oregon Reads 2009" could be a state program related to the "Oregon 150" celebrations.  Folks are working on selecting the book.

OLA is working on submitting a request to the Priddy Charitable Trust to pay for online databases for small Oregon libraries, and subsidize the databases for larger libraries.

The OLA board will investigate paying for more "Memberclicks" options, some of which may replace part or all of the "Hotline."
The Intellectual Freedom Committee is planning a preconference and two sessions.

The John Entwhistle Foundation wants to support music in public libraries.  Information will follow about the "Check Out Music" campaign.
