MINUTES OF OREGON LIBRARY ASSOCIATION (OLA) PUBLIC LIBRARY DIVISION (PLD) BOARD MEETING OF AUGUST 20, 2010

The meeting was called to order by Todd at 11:07 AM.  
Todd welcomed the group, and introductions were made.  Su moved and Vicky seconded to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2010, meeting.  Ayes: all.

Financial Review:  Todd reported that we have $9,074 in our enterprise fund as of July 31.  We funded scholarships to attend last year’s Public Library Association conference in Portland.  Most of our income comes from memberships, the Ole dinner, and pre-conferences that we sponsor at OLA conferences.
Silver Falls Retreat: Colleen reviewed what was discussed at retreat.  We need to respond to Vision 2020 and see where we can help meets those goals.  2011 Conference planning was discussed; important because we did not have conference income this year.   Merging of Oregon Association of School Libraries (OASL) and OLA was an important topic.  There is a joint committee working on this.  At the September OASL conference, the joint committee will report on progress to gauge OASL members’ opinion on doing this.  Colleen stated that funding for travel for librarians to participate in OLA activities is becoming more problematical across the state.  Support staff also have this problem.  PLD and Support Staff Division will do a study to address this issue of lack of organizational support for OLA participation. Technology may be a solution to this issue—PLD had a virtual meeting last year.  Jim Scheppke spoke about Oregon State Library future funding issues, and the outlook is grim.  
Goals for 2010/2011:  topics discussed were planning for the annual conference and our preconference program, a fall workshop, technology standards, Ole dinner, Vision 2020.  Deadline for conference planning proposals is September 30.  A number of ideas for programs were discussed—marketing/branding, reading activities, World Café, change/transformation, etc.  Todd, Vicky, Margaret, and Su will work on the planning of an all-day preconference—“Focus on the Future”—when the economy returns to health, what will libraries look like.  Colleen will contact Jim Scheppke about presenting his Emporia State graduation address—branding libraries as the reading place—as a conference program.  Robin says we will have other OLA committees, divisions, and roundtables asking us to co-sponsor conference programs.  Ruth Metz’s CE project would be a good conference program—Pam will contact Ruth.  Serving the disabled, including service animals, would be another good conference program idea—Vicky will talk to Cindy Gibbon about this.  Culture/vocabulary of poverty by a Washington County principal that Colleen heard would be another conference idea—Colleen will call her.  Services to the mentally ill and poverty is another conference program topic.  Another program idea—with the elimination of school libraries, what can public libraries do to meet that need.    
Technology Standards—Buzzy Nielsen will chair a group to revise standards with Darci Hanning and Margaret.  Steve will email and/or talk to Buzzy.  We will have new standards to propose at the 2011 conference.  

Todd presented certificates to outgoing Board members.
